 The  NSW  International  Optimist  Dinghy  State  and  Open  Championship  will  be  

governed by the following  

1.1      The  current  International  Sailing  Federation s  (ISAF)  Racing  Rules  of  

Sailing  (RRS)  2009-2012  will  apply  for  NSW  and  Open  Championship fleet,   

1.2     The Notice of Race (NOR)  

1.3     The Sailing Instructions (S.I)  

1.4     The  current  Prescriptions  and  Special  Regulations  of  the  Yachting  

Australia (YA)  

1.5     The  current  Class  Rules  and  conditions  of  the  International  Optimist  

Dinghy class (except as amended by the Sailing Instructions)   

1.6     YA Special Regulations Addendum ñAò, Part 2 (Off the Beach Boats), will  

apply to all entrants.  

1.7     The current International Sailing Federation s (ISAF) Introductory Rules of  

Racing (Version 1.01 ï February 2008) will apply for Green Fleet  

1.8     Racing  rule 61.1(a)(2) is deleted. The changes will appear in full in the  

Sailing Instructions. The Sailing Instructions may also change other racing  

rules.     

2.0      Advertising:   

2.1     All    Competitors    may    be    required    to    display    Event    Sponsor s  

name(s)/Logo(s) and bow numbers.    

2.2     The organising authority will supply these items and they shall be installed  

as prescribed in the Sailing Instructions.   

2.3     The Regatta is classified as a Category C Event in accordance with RRS  

80 and Appendix 1 RRS. For Australian Competitors, YA Addendum F will apply.  
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3.0      Eligibility and Entries:    

3.1     The New South Wales Optimist Dinghy State and Open Championship is  

open to all eligible Optimist Class boats whose helms are financial  

members of a State or National International Optimist Dinghy Association.    

3.2     Opti Type Dinghies will be eligible for Green Fleet.    

3.3     Entries,  together  with  the  entry  fee  shall  be  lodged  on  the  official  Entry 

Form with the Organising Authority.  Early entry discount applies till 1700 

Wednesday 24th March 2010.  Thereafter the full entry amount will be required.  

 3.4     Competitors may only enter one division.  

3.5     All competitors shall comply with Appendix 2 ï Regulation 21.1 ISAF  

Eligibility Rules.    

3.6     All competitors must be under the age of 16 years at 31 December 2009.  

3.7      All competitors shall be members of a club affiliated with Yachting  

Australia or other National Authority affiliated with ISAF

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6.0      Measurement:   

 6.1     Competitors are allowed to use only one hull, daggerboard, rudder (with  

tiller and extension), mast, boom, sprit and sail during the Championship.  

6.2     Applications to replace equipment are to be made in writing to the Race  

Committee. Approval is at the discretion of the Race Committee.  

  6.3     All boats should hold a valid Measurement Certificates for hull  and  all  

equipment. Measurement checks and/or inspection of Measurement  

Certificates may be carried out during the event at the discretion of the  

Race Committee and the NSW Measurer.   

6.4 The completed measurement form on the website and attached here as appendix 2 

must be provided to the race registrar at registration on March 27th. 

  

7.0      Racing Area:  

 7.1     The  racing  will  be  on  the  waters  of  Upper Middle  Harbour  west of Spit Bridge. 

  

8.0       Courses:  

 8.1     Shall be as described in the Sailing Instructions.

9.0      Scoring System  

 9.1     RRS Appendix A, Low Point Scoring System, will apply for the Open Fleet  

 9.2     ñSmiling Faces Finishing Racesò scoring system will apply for the Green Fleet.  

9.2.1   Scoring of the Green Fleet will recognise effort, not performance.  

9.2.2   Competitors will be scored using a High Points System that rewards sailors for 

starting and finishing races. At the end of the regatta competitors will be grouped into 

Bronze, Silver and Gold levels of achievement based on their final Pointscore. 

Grouping is at the discretion of the Organising Authority.  

9.2.3   Competitors will score one (1) point for starting a race.  

9.2.4   Competitors will score two (2) points for finishing a race.   

9.2.5   One (1) bonus point will be awarded when a competitor completes all the races held 

in each day.  

9.2.6   Three  (3)  bonus  points  will  be  awarded  to  competitors  who  have  not 

previously competed in an Optimist regatta.  

 10.0    Buoyancy:   

10.1    All  competitors  shall  wear  personal  flotation  devices  (PFD)  which  are  in good  

condition  and  are  in  accordance  with  the  specifications  issued  or approved  by  

a  National  Authority  affiliated  to  ISAF,  or  a  standards organisation,  or  

certification  authority,  recognised  for  the  purpose  by  its respective government. 

Attention is drawn to Fundamental Rule 1.  

 11.0    Support Vessels/Coaches:  

11.1    All support vessels shall be marked with the burgee of their home Club and/or 

pennants supplied by the organising authority. All such vessels should be capable of 

VHF or UHF 2 way communications on common maritime frequencies. All vessels 

are to complete registration on Saturday 27th March at NSC. 

11.2    All  Vessels  shall  keep  50m  clear  of  the  Course  Area  during  racing, except  

when  asked  to  assist  by  the  Race  Committee. No support/coach vessel shall 

place itself on or near lay lines.   

12.0    Radio Communications:   

12.1   A Competitor shall neither make radio transmissions whilst racing nor receive radio 

communications not available to all boats for the purpose of obtaining outside assistance. 

This requirement also applies to mobile telephone communications.  
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13.0    Prizes:    

13.1   Trophies will be awarded to:  
 

1st, 2nd and 3rd NSW Championships (eligible NSW sailors)  

1st NSW female competitor (who hasnôt also finished in top three) 

1st, 2nd and 3rd NSW Open Championships (all comers)

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Things your Mum and Dad need to know. 

 Northbridge Sailing Club is located at Clive Park off  Minimbah Rd, Northbridge.  

There is limited parking at the top of the drive as indicated on the mud map with direction by 

marshals. Be aware the area on the drive close to the Club and the lawn area is strictly a 

drop off zone only.  

Boats can be rigged on the NSC deck. As deck space may be limited please comply with 

the directions of the deck marshals. There will be a Green Fleet deck area and an Open 

Fleet area. As this is a timber deck splinters are ever present. A Club rule requires footwear 

to be worn on the decks. 

Food and Beverages will be available at the club. Bacon & egg rolls will be available each 

morning early as well as espresso coffee. After racing on Saturday there will be a sausage 

sizzle prior to the NSWIODA AGM. A BBQ will be held after the presentation on the Sunday 

evening. 

 With back-to-back races it is good for the kids to have food and drink between races. A 

muesli bar or two in a life jacket pocket and an extra drink bottle behind an air bag in the 

boat should do the job.  

Lunch will be on the water. Arrangements will be in place to deliver lunch you purchase at 

the Club or bring yourself to competitors on the water in your Clubôs esky. Please ensure 

you have made the organised this prior to 11.30am each day with the canteen supervisor. 

 A big breakfast will help as well as extra sunscreen, hat and sunglasses.   

The racing area can be viewed from the Club or the shore in Clive Park but you may still  

need to bring your binoculars. Better still bring your own boat.  There is no support boat 

ramp at the club so use either Tunks Park or Roseville (Garigal NP) boat ramps. Spectator 

craft may be available.    

Of course, adult helpers for start boats, rescue and mark laying boats are always welcome, 

so pack a spray jacket and get out there. Your kids will love it! To advise of availability or for 

possible overnight mooring space for support craft (prior booking is essential, fees may 

apply)  contact:

 A Green fleet with on water coaching will be available to help new sailors achieve their 

goals. Overnight optimist boat storage will be available inside the club grounds on the deck.
